he basket-maker Jan Sup (* 1953) lives in the village of Kocourov near

Klatovy. He was introduced to basket weaving within his family, as his
father made farm baskets from unpeeled withies. Jan Sup first mastered this
technique, later learning to work with boiled withies, and eventually acquiring
the skills for weaving with split wood and spruce root. He uses this material
to make baskets, small baskets, and square-shaped vessels. Jan Sup primarily
passes on his knowledge to his son Ondfej, who has worked with natural
wicker for more than thirty years. During this time, he has learned all the
aforementioned techniques from his father and has also experimented with
other types of wood, such as hazel. In 2018, Jan Sup was awarded the title
Master of Traditional Handicrafts of the Pilsen Region.
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
